We believe in Church which welcomes and serves all people
in the name of Jesus Christ; which is scripturally faithful; which seeks to
proclaim the Gospel afresh for each generation; and which, in the power of the

Holy Spirit, allows all people to grasp how wide and long and deep is the love
of Jesus Christ.”

> Live out the promise of the Gospel.
» Celebrate the diverse gifts of all members of the body of Christ.
» and in the order of our common life to open the ministries of deacon, priest
and bishop to those so called to serve God, regardless of their gender,

ethnicity or sexual orientation.
